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CREATING STORAGE SPACE IN CHURCH AND HALL
For the size of the buildings there is very little storage space in the church and the hall. Additional space which was provided through the building of the office and Newman Room filled very quickly. The shared use of the church by the Indian community has put much additional pressure on storage space in church. 
After consultation with interested parties, and in particular with thanks to Deacon Lawrence, Fr William has agreed to the following solutions to this problem: 

Clearing existing storage space
· A skip has been hired, and with the kind assistance of Duggie, has been filled with ‘stuff’ left behind in the storage room behind the bar in the hall and with backstage surplus sinks (removed by Robert Craven).
· Robert has also removed the wooden framework at the back of the stage – behind which more ‘stuff’ lingered.
· Some users have been contacted to establish whether two large screens are further required and the Indian community requested as a matter of urgency to remove the two large wooden crosses which they have left at the back of the stage. 
Creating and using new storage space in the hall
· Shelves are to be built on the newly exposed outside brick wall at the back of the stage on which the boxes currently stored on the stage can be placed. 
· Some of the boxes currently in the store room by the main door of the hall can be removed to the new stage shelves.
· When the new shelving in the store room by the main door was installed a few years ago, users were requested to store all materials in labelled boxes. That request needs to be reiterated and reinforced.
· Some materials from church, which are only occasionally used, such as that for the Easter liturgies, could be stored in this store room. 
Creating and using new storage space in the church
· At present there is a random selection of items of furniture in the servers’ sacristy which provides inadequate storage and which are inefficiently used. The cupboard built into the corner appears to house a miscellany of items. 
· It is proposed to remove the furniture and the cupboard in the corner and replace it with a run of storage units along the wall behind the door. As at present there is nowhere for altar servers to sit, seating will be provided in the corner at present occupied by the tall cupboard. 
· This arrangement will provide some dedicated space for the Indian community to safely store the artefacts they use in their liturgies.
· It would seem reasonable to invite that community to contribute to the cost of this work. 
· These alterations should produce a more liturgically appropriate space for the servers to assemble.  

MAINTENANCE WORK IN HALL
Robert has recently carried out repairs to both the men’s and the ladies toilets in the hall. He has removed the rotting wooden ramp which the NHS placed by the New Hall Road door to the hall during Covid vaccinations. 

LIGHTING REPAIRS
Several lights that are not working in church are awaiting the arrival of parts. The malfunctioning light in the toilet by the Newman Room is to be replaced by a motion sensor light which will prevent it being left on for lengthy periods of time which sometimes happens at present. 

As the inside of the church is not well lit at night I intend to ask the electrician if any additional lights could be installed which would  improve the lighting. 
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
